Salem Police Honored By Council For Earning Prestigious Re-Accreditation
by City of Salem, Virginia on Tuesday, January 11, 2011 at 10:01am
Salem City Council recognized the Salem Police Department at its first meeting of 2011 on Monday night as Chief Jeff Dudley officially accepted the department's re-accreditation certificate from the Virginia Law Enforcement Professional Standards Commission (VLEPSC). 
There are more than 360 law enforcement agencies in Virginia, but only 82 have earned this distinction. The Salem Police Department, the first municipal police department in Virginia to become VLEPSC accredited, has maintained accreditation since September 1997. In 2005, Salem was the first municipality in Virginia to have both its Police Department and Sheriff’s Office VLEPSC accredited. 
Lieutenants and Sergeants of the Police Force joined Chief Dudley and Captain Tim Guthrie in Council Chambers to accept the honor from Gary Dillon, the Program Director for Law Enforcement Accreditation for the Va.
